Below is a table showing the allocation of shad fry in the four major rivers in eastern PA. Also this table shows the funding allocation between the Susquehanna and the Delaware.
Over the last 32 years the Delaware has received only .3% of all the shad released to these 4 rivers. Even when you add the Lehigh, Schuylkill and Delaware together it's still just 10.5%.
The funding allocation shows that the Delaware River has received just 1.1% of the 21 milion dollars that has been spent on shad restoration.
